RESTAURANT SETS SAIL WITH CLEAN AIR FROM HONEYWELL

Port of Wichita Named Kansas’ First Honeywell Clean Air Facility


WICHITA, KANSAS – May 2000 – The Port of Wichita is the first restaurant and pub in Kansas to be designated a Honeywell Clean Air Facility*.  The restaurant, located in Wichita, wanted to provide cleaner indoor air for their patrons by cutting down the smoke and other contaminants in the air.  


Oma Leach, owner of the Port of Wichita, and General Manager Glenda Dewey understand the importance of clean air for the well being and enjoyment of their customers and employees. Both are active in the Kansas Licensed Beverage Association (KLBA) and the National Licensed Beverage Association (NLBA), and strongly encourage membership in these organizations.  It was their involvement in these organizations that made them aware of a program designed by the licensed beverage industry to improve indoor air quality within commercial restaurants and businesses.  The program, called “atmospherePLUS,” helps business owners and managers learn about the latest technology that not only cleans the air, but may increase profit margins as well through lower employee absenteeism and more satisfied, frequent customers.

Installing the Right Product


Clean Air Products in Oklahoma City, an authorized Honeywell Full Service Distributor (FSD), conducted an audit of the Port of Wichita and recommended the proper type and size of air cleaners required to provide the cleanest air possible.  The recommendations are based in part on current American Society of Heating, Refrigeration and Air Conditioning Engineers (ASHRAE) standards.  (ASHRAE is the leading technical organization, which sets standards for indoor air quality.)

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After analyzing the restaurant’s needs, Clean Air Products installed the proper number and model of Honeywell air cleaners.  The Honeywell ceiling mounted air cleaners combine a dual voltage power supply and a coanda air flow pattern to offer the most efficient commercial air cleaner available.


As the air cleaners pull in dirty air from below, the washable prefilter traps larger airborne particles while the remaining fine particles are electronically charged by a series of high voltage ionizing wires.  The charged particles travel between oppositely charged collector plates, where up to 94% of the airborne particles, 0.5 microns and larger, are removed from the air stream.  The clean air is redistributed, eliminating the need to condition larger amounts of fresh air.  This makes Honeywell air cleaners ideal for the air cleaning needs of bars and restaurants. 

By making this commitment to cleaner air, the Port of Wichita now qualifies for the Honeywell Clean Air Facility Program (HCAF), which assists businesses in marketing their facilities as “clean air establishments.”  To qualify, commercial businesses must install and properly maintain the type and quantity of air cleaners required to improve indoor air quality according to Honeywell and ASHRAE specifications.

The Results

Oma and Glenda have owned the Port of Wichita for 14 years, and were amazed at the difference.  Regular customers, smoking and non-smoking alike, have commented about the cleanliness of the air, even on a busy night!


Improving indoor air quality can mean an increase in revenue for pubs and restaurants like the Port of Wichita.  As a result of installing this new system, Oma and Glenda expect to see less employee absenteeism and hear fewer employee complaints about smoke and odors.  They also expect that their patrons may come in more often and stay longer.
